and integrity of Montana’s pre-contact, historic and cultural sites. 
3. Encourage and assist owners to document and list properties in the National Register 

of Historic Places. 
4. Enhance the management of and access to cultural resource information. 

 
Goal IV.  ADVOCATE: Seeking support of preservation through funding, incentives, and 
protection. 
 Objectives: 

1. Encourage the integration of historic preservation in planning and policy-making. 
2. Promote the cultural, social, and economic benefits of historic preservation. 
3. Provide leadership and vision in historic preservation. 
4. Implement existing preservation legislation and encourage new laws and incentives 

to protect heritage properties. 
5. Seek additional financial resources to supplement funding for historic preservation. 

 
Goal V.  COLLABORATE: Working together to preserve Montana’s historic, pre-contact, and 
traditional cultural properties.

1. Reach out to federal, state, tribal, and local public and private stakeholders. 
2. Sponsor or participate in forums to share ideas, experience, and information. 
3. Solidify existing partnerships and form new consensus for the benefit of historic

4. Meet regularly with tribal cultural representatives to facilitate consideration of tribal 

perspectives in historic preservation. 
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Three FY2009 Montana Historic Preservation Highlights 
 
 

2009 Montana Reinvestment Act invests in Historic Preservation Stimulus Grants 
 
The 2009 Montana Legislature passed House Bill 645, the Montana Reinvestment Act, 
including $4 million for a Historic Preservation Competitive Grant Program “for the 
awarding of grants to public or private entities for the preservation of historic sites within 
the State of Montana.” The bill, representing the state legislation necessary to implement 
the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), appears to be unique among all 
states in creating preservation grants as a result of federal stimulus funding. The Montana 
Preservation Alliance took the lead in promoting the economic benefits of “hammer-
ready” brick-and-mortar preservation projects for economic development in Montana, 
working hard and successfully with Legislators in both the House and the Senate. The 
Montana Department of Commerce will oversee the grant program and has recruited the 
State Historic Preservation Office to assist in the selection process. The deadline for 
application is November 16, 2009 with awards to be made in 2010. For more information

Three Billings historic building rehabilitations receive highest LEED rating 
 

In July of 2009, the U.S. Green Building Council awarded the historic High Plains 
Architects Building at 2720 Minnesota Avenue in Billings a platinum certification, its 
highest rating within the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) 
program. Previously the Home on the Range (a former grocery store converted to office 
space at 202 S. 27th Street) won LEED platinum certification and the same is anticipated 
for the rehabilitation of the historic Swift Building, a nine-unit apartment building on 
Minnesota Avenue. All three projects involved major renovations of existing historic 
buildings and were designed by High Plains Architects, owned by Randy Hafer. The 
three projects place Billings among less than a dozen cities worldwide with three or more 
platinum certifications. Significantly, the Swift Building is also one of a very few 
platinum-rated LEED projects that is also applying for historic tax credit certification 
through the Federal Historic Rehabilitation Tax Credit program.  
 
 

The 2009 Vernacular Architecture Forum meets Butte, America 
 

Butte hosted the 2009 Vernacular Architecture Forum (VAF) conference from June 10 -
13, 2009 – the first annual meeting of this historic architecture and architectural history 
organization to be held in Montana.  Headquartered at Butte’s historic Finlen Hotel, 230 
registrants attended the three-day conference, many of whom had not previously visited 
Montana. The conference included two days of extensive hands-on tours (Butte and 
regional) followed by a day of 42 professional papers presented at Montana Tech. An 
opening public reception attended by approximately 325 people and a closing awards 
banquet capped the many activities. More than two years in the planning, Montana SHPO 
co-sponsored the event and played a prominent organizational role, led by Community 
Preservation Coordinator Rolene Schliesman, who served as conference program chair.

106,615 acres; FY2006: 145,647 acres]. There are 
presently over 31,000 documents in CRABS. 

 
�  1285 newly recorded properties were added in FY2009 to the Montana Cultural 

Resource Information System (CRIS) database and statewide inventory 
maintained in partnership with the University of Montana, Department of 
Anthropology, Site Records Office. These include 660 new historic properties, 
588 pre-contact sites, 21 combination historic/pre-contact sites, as well as 16 
paleontological localities. Updated information was collected and registered on an 
additional 274 previously recorded properties. There are over 49,000 total cultural 
resource properties recorded in Montana in the state antiquities database.

Established contracts with 
state Information Technology Services Division (ITSD) for website application 
development and with University of Montana for additional data entry support in 
FY2010. 

 
�  Contracted with Chippewa-Cree Tribe, Rocky Boys Reservation (Alvin Windy-

Boy, THPO), for planning and development of a tribal workshop for 
archaeological field training to be held in Spring 2010, focusing on identification, 
recording and remote-sensing techniques for archaeological sites. SHPO funds 
will help support the workshop venue and travel for participants from other tribal 
historic preservation offices around the state.

a summary report and historic context for this relatively 
undocumented period of recent historic architectural 
resources in the state. 

 
�  Rolene Schliesman, SHPO Community Preservation Coordinator, provided 

technical assistance to communities, as well as on-site guidance and training to 
Kalispell (March 19-20, 2009) and Laurel (May 14, 2009), in their survey efforts. 
Pete Brown, SHPO Historic Architectural Specialist, and John Boughton, SHPO 
National Register Coordinator, are jointly overseeing the post-WWII building 
inventory project.  

 
�  The products of these survey and inventory efforts, some to include National 

Register nominations, are due in Spring 2010. Approximately 500 newly recorded 
historic properties are anticipated.

. Perform regular, allowable activities relating to historic property development, 
acquisition and/or covenants that contribute to the preservation of Montana’s cultural 
resource properties, including: the review or preparation of “pre-development” plans; 
assistance in the material conservation of National Register listed properties; support 
for the acquisition and preservation of historic sites; preparation and provision of 
technical assistance in historic architectural preservation; and the development and 
monitoring as provided for in historic property preservation agreements. (2008-2012 
Goals/Objectives: I.1, IV.5) 
 

�  Collaborated with the Montana Preservation Alliance in providing information on 
potential “hammer-ready” brick-and-mortar development projects to the 2009 
Montana Legislature in the passage of HB645, the Montana Reinvestment Act 
economic stimulus package. This bill establishes a $4 million competitive historic 
preservation grant program under the Montana Department of Commerce for 
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FY2010-2011 to create jobs and local economic recovery through the 
rehabilitation of significant Montana historic buildings.

�  $306,900 in federal tax credits representing $1,534,503 in investment in 
commercial historic property rehabilitations reviewed by SHPO in FY2009. 

 
�  Tax Act credit projects in progress in FY2009 include the St. Josephs Hospital, 

Lewistown; the Montana Block and Wilmont Building, Livingston; Swift 
Building and Klos Building, Billings; Flynn Ranch, Missoula; Bill Boll 
Bungalow, Butte; Manganiello Farm/Chicken Creek Ranch, Clyde Park; and 
Sears Building, Butte 

 
�  The Marcus Daly (First National) Bank Building in Anaconda, a rehabilitation 

project undertaken by SMA Architects, submitted their certificate of completion 
(Part 3) in FY2009. 

 
�  The Judith Theater in Lewistown, a FY2008 

Tax Act credit project, received a 2009 
Montana State Historic Preservation Award 
for Outstanding Preservation Rehabilitation 
Project at the 2009 Biennial Preservation 
Awards Ceremony in Helena, January 14, 
2009. 

 
�  Regularly responded to and met with owners of commercial properties 

considering the federal tax credit rehabilitation program. In FY2009 met onsite 
with interested owners of the Diamond Block, Howard Block, Shamrock Dairy 
Warehouse, Broadwater Athletic Club, and Placer Hotel in Helena; the Flynn 
Ranch in Missoula; the Hirbour Tower in Butte; the Babcock Theater in Billings; 
the Ford Building in Lima; the IGA Building in Big Sandy; and 452 First St. in 
Havre. 

 
. FY2009 Special Project: Review Montana’s state rehabilitation tax credit program 
and provide information for possible legislative reform (2008-2012 Goals/Objectives 
IV.4). 
 

�  Researched and provided technical support and information on request to 
proponents of HB631, introduced in the 2009 Legislature by Rep. Andrew 
Blewett of Great Falls, as an Act to increase the state rehabilitation tax credit from 
5% to 20% and to provide for transferability of the credit.

REVIEW AND COMPLIANCE PROGRAM

reviews with qualified professional staff according to applicable federal and/or state 
rules, standards and guidelines; specific assistance to federal agencies in fulfilling 
their responsibilities under Sections 106 and 110 of the National Historic Preservation 
Act; the development and participation in preservation compliance agreements; and 
the participation as legally designated in related state preservation laws and code, 
including the Montana State Antiquities Act, the Montana Human Skeletal Remains 
and Burial Protection Act and the Montana Repatriation Act (2008-2012 
Goals/Objectives: III.2, IV.2, V.1, V.3, V.4) 
 

�  SHPO Review and Compliance staff (Josef 
Warhank, Stan Wilmoth, Pete Brown, Damon 
Murdo) reviewed and provided written responses 
to 1830 compliance project requests under the 
National Historic Preservation Act (Section 106), 
the National Environmental Protection Act, 
and/or state preservation law (Montana State 
Antiquities Act, Montana Environmental 
Protection Act). This represents an average of 7.3 written review and compliance 
consultations per work day, roughly equivalent to FY2008. (A single compliance 
project request may involve one or more individual projects and properties).  

 
�  Of the above total, provided same- or next-day responses to the majority of the 

1173 “file search” requests for initial SHPO cultural resource information and/or 
survey recommendations for project areas of potential effect (Response turn-
around rate = 0.53 days, where 0 = same day; 1 = next calendar day). These 
FY2009 file searches involved record searches for a total of 13,539 sections of 
land. 

 
�  For the remaining 657 Review and Compliance reviews and consultations for 

project undertakings (e.g., written comments on cultural resource survey reports, 
evaluations of historical significance, determinations of effect, treatment options, 
preservation agreements for mitigation of adverse effects, etc.), the overall 
average response turn-around rate in FY2009 was 8.9 calendar days per 
consultation. This average response rate, although greater than in FY2008 (avg. = 
7.9 calendar days), is well below the 30-day review time generally allowed for 
under preservation regulations. 
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�  Of the 752 (out of 1173) initial project reviews/file searches made in FY2009 

where SHPO survey recommendations were requested by agencies or designated 
applicants, SHPO recommended no further cultural resource work necessary in 
588 (78%) cases based upon existing information in the State Antiquities 
Database and staff determination that there was a low likelihood of impact to 
significant heritage properties within the project areas of potential effects. These 
projects were able to proceed without further consultation on cultural resource 
impacts. 

 
�  SHPO participated in the development of and signed nine (9) Memoranda of 

Agreement (MOAs) and four (4) Programmatic Agreements (PAs) in FY2009 
with federal agencies and other concurring parties for the treatment and mitigation 
of adverse or potentially adverse effects to significant heritage properties under 
Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act. 

 
�  Out of the total 1830 project consultations in FY2009, eight (8) federal and three 

(3) state undertakings resulted in a finding of adverse effect to National Register 
eligible heritage properties. The three state projects were new construction within 
the University of Montana Historic District (Urey Lecture Hall) and demolitions 

at the Montana State Hospital in Warm 
Springs (Department of Administration, 
pending) and at the Stedman 
Foundry/Animal Rescue Shelter in Helena 
(Montana Fish, Wildlife & Parks, 
completed). As mitigation for the Warm 
Springs Hospital demolitions, Montana 
DOA will undertake HABS (Historic 
American Building Survey) recording as 
well as research and documentation of the 

remaining historic district. Six of the eight federal undertakings resulting in 
adverse effects in FY2009 involve historic buildings: installation of monitoring 
equipment at Chief Mountain Port-of-Entry (General Services 
Administration/Homeland Security); construction of a new courthouse building in 
Billings with demolition of an existing eligible historic building (General Services 
Administration); constructions of a new fire station building and a new mental 
health care unit at Fort Harrison Veterans Hospital historic district in Helena 
(Veterans Administration); removal of a root cellar at the National Register-listed 
Wurtz homestead (Flathead National Forest); and replacement of a patio on the 
NR-eligible Hurdle cabin (Custer National Forest). In all cases mitigation 
measures were or are proposed to lessen the loss of or to these buildings. The 
remaining two federal undertakings resulting in adverse effect findings in FY2009 
are the Bonneville Power Administration’s Libby-Troy transmission line rebuild 
on the Kootenai National Forest (archaeological and traditional cultural property 
mitigation ongoing) and a revised proposal for a natural gas plant construction 
project adjacent to the Great Falls Lewis and Clark Portage National Historic 
Landmark in Great Falls (Corps of Engineers; unresolved).    
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�  Hosted 24 office meetings and participated in 4 teleconference calls with 
representatives of federal, state and local agencies, tribes, applicants, 
organizations or other interested parties regarding general programs and specific 
federal project undertakings with the potential to impact heritage properties. 

 
�  Made 22 on-site project and meeting visits, as requested by federal and state 

agencies or proponents for review of pending or ongoing compliance projects. 
 
�  As in FY2008, Pete Brown, SHPO Historic Architecture Specialist, again 

participated in a 3-day planning and engineering work session for the ongoing 
rehabilitation of the Going-to-the-Sun Road NHL in Glacier National Park, hosted 
by the Federal Highways Administration in Vancouver, WA, October 7-9, 2008. 

 
�  Regularly consulted with state agencies 

involving projects on state land under the 
Montana State Antiquities Act, including the 
Montana Department of Natural Resources 
and Conservation (trust lands), Fish Wildlife 
& Parks, the Montana Heritage Commission 
(Virginia City NHL/Reeders Alley), the 
Montana Department of Administration, and 
the University system. 

 
�  Provided staff support to the Montana Burial Board under the Montana Human 

Skeletal Remains and Burial Site Protection Act, including participation in a rules 
committee teleconference call on December 1, 2008.  

 
�  Four SHPO staff (SHPO Mark Baumler, State Archaeologist Stan Wilmoth,  

Cultural Records Manager Damon Murdo, and National Register Coordinator

Hills in south-central Montana, the proposed Keystone Pipeline project, the 
proposed Montanore Mine in western Montana, the national Bureau of Land  
Management  programmatic agreement, and Natural Resource Conservation 
Service cost-share and other activities on reservations.  

 
�  Information forwarded to the Governor’s GAIN Council, including 

recommendations for need for cultural resource training for tribes and need for a 
State Elders Advisory Board to represent traditional and other heritage issues.
