The Commanding Officer's Quarters (Building #35) is a 24 story brick Queen Anne-style residence that was
constructed in 1884 and currently serves as the Facilities Manager's residence. The building is criented on a north-
south axis and faces north onto General Eschenburg Lane. Muiti-gable roofs cover an irregular plan. The roofs are
sheathed in asphalt and the walls are comprised of brick. The foundation consists of rough-faced stone with a finished
stone granite water table. The eaves are corniced with brackets and pariially returned eaves. A corbelled brick belt
course circles the house, The gable-ends have pressed tin siding. There are two circle top windows in the fagade
gable-end; both are 1/1 double-hung. Windows throughout are 8/2 double-hung windows with segmental brick arches
and granite sills. There is an interior brick chimney, The residence has a daylight basement with all windows
consisting of 3-light casements.

There are two windows an the left fagade of the second floor. A gable-roofed bay is recessed on the right fagade and

faces west. The gable has a tin-sheathed gable-end with two circle top windows, The gable-end is pedimented with

corniced eaves and brackets. A small window Is located on the north elevation’s second floor. There are windows on

the left of the second floor and on the ground floor directly below them. A window is located midway on the wall on the
| right and corresponds with an interior stairway. There |s a basement window directly below the left windows. In the
southwest corner there is a small shed roof vestibule that opens to the wesl. The roof is sheathed in asphalt and the
walls are clad in tongue-in-groove. A B-light window is centrally located on the south wall. The entry has a wood
paneled door with a metal storm addition.

The rear fagade faces south. The rear gable-end has two circle top windows with 2/2 double-hung windows. The
gable-end |s sheathed in tin sheets. The second floor has windows on the right and left and there are three windows on
the ground floor and three windows in the daylight basement, The east elevation has a full-length canted bay with a
pent roof, On the third floor there are three 6/3 double-hung windows. The remaining two fioors have 1/1 double-hung
windows on the three sides. On the left elevation there are window openings on the ground and second floors, There
is a gable-roof dormer with a pedimented gable-end. The roof is sheathed in asphalt as are the walls. The dormer has
4/2 double-hung windows on the right and left.

A hip-roof, open-air veranda on the east elevation and the fagade. The roof is sheathed in asphalt. The roof is
supported by Greek-style wooden columns with a Greek-style frieze with denticulation. The columns are paired and are
supported by decerative piers with recessed panels. A low spindle railing encloses the veranda. The veranda resis on
brick piers. There are two windows on sheltered by the veranda on the east that correspond to two windows on the
second floor above them. The entry to the veranda is on the right and reached by wooden steps flanked by weod
handrails. The entry is on the right fagade and has a segmental brick arch lintel. The entry has a wood paneled door
with a modern screen door addition, A window is located to the left of the entry and paired windows are located on the
left fagade, A secondary entry is located on the right fagade. It has a wood-paneled entry with a screen addition.

In Junie 1887, Fort Harrison Quartermaster Captain Francis B. Jones received orders from Washington DC to proceed
with the construction of the Commanding Officers Quarters, along with a barracks, officers quarters, and non-
commissioned officers quarters. Building #35 is the only structure remaining from that second flurry of activity at the
post. The total cost of the improvements was $36,000. The design of the residence was based on standardized
designs developed by the US Army. It was designed by the Office of the Quartermaster General in August 1897 and
was built by an unknown cantractor in 1889 and served as the commanding officers quarters until 1912, |t currently
functions as the residence for the site's Facilities Manager (Campbell 2, 1964: 154; Building Plans).

The Commanding Officer's Quarters is the centerpiece of the residential quarters located along the west side of Fort
Harrison's parade ground. |tis located adjacent to general officer's quarters and was designed to provide the
necessary dignity to Officer's Row. Constructed in 1899, it is associated with the initial phase of development at the
post by the military in the 1890s, It is a splendid example of an ornate Queen Anne style residence that is comprised of
brick with a multi-gable roof and a canted full-length bay. It has the prerequisite stone foundation and ornamental
window openings. Unlike the other quarters on the post, it has an ornamental roof line with dentils and brackets,
decorative gable-ends and gable-end windows, and an intact Neoclassical style wrap-around veranda, The building is
still the showpiece of Officer's Row and is individually eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criteria
Aand C. It would also qualify as a primary contributing component to the Fort Harrison VA Hospital Historic District.

There do not appear to have been any significant modifications made to the exterior of the residence since its
construction in 1884, |t is comprised of brick and stone and retains all of its criginal structural and decorative details
